Young Engineers Challenge Their Technical Skills
Toronto, ON, Thursday May 16, 2002 -- Budding scientists and young engineers will have their thinking caps on extra tight tomorrow when they compete in the Tech Skills Challenge 2002. Fifty-two grade 8 students from 13 Toronto District School Board (TDSB) schools will participate. Earlier in the week, students were assigned their “challenge” and will be designing and constructing a mechanism that uses hydraulics concepts studied in science and technology classes to solve a real-world problem.

The challenge was created to inspire and excite young boys and girls about the uses of technology and to think about possible future careers. Last year’s event was successful and the number of participating schools has increased from 7 to 13.
